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DAVENPORT, lowa — Nathan Ramker has announced his candidacy for lowa House District 98,
which covers southwest Davenport, Buffalo, and portions of Blue Grass.

The seat will be vacated by Representative Monica Kurth, who has served in the seat for a decade.
This will be Nathan’s second run for House District 98, after narrowly losing by 45 votes in one of the
tightest legislative races in the state in 2024.

The Ramkers are also active in public service. Both Nathan and Rebecca volunteer with the Scott
County Sheriff's Department through the Volunteer In Police Services (VIPS) program, working with
deputies to strengthen safety in local neighborhoods.

Ramker’s campaign emphasizes protecting private property rights, and he is especially opposed to
the use of eminent domain for CO, pipelines. He is also focused on providing property tax relief,
lowering income taxes, cutting red tape, increasing transparency in education, supporting law
enforcement, protecting constitutional freedoms, championing entrepreneurship, and creating
opportunities for young lowans.

As a husband, father, lifelong entrepreneur, and “Papa” to 13 grandchildren, Ramker is running to
ensure that lowa remains a place where families can prosper, values are respected, and future
generations can thrive.
